You would primarily oversee our youth and kids 
ministries (Kids Church, Kids Connect, Sunday School, and Youth) by equipping and 
mentoring volunteer teams and leaders. While teaching, preaching, and planning are part 
of the role, you won’t carry everything alone—you’ll work in partnership with our Lead 
Pastor and the existing teams of volunteers. 

This position offers significant freedom to shape the ministry around your unique skills, 
calling, and dreams. Whether you want to try fresh ideas, launch new outreach, or bring a 
wide variety of ministry experiences, there’s room to innovate while staying rooted in 
discipleship and revival. 

What the Role Involves: 
•  Partner closely with the Lead Pastor through weekly prayer and staff meetings. 

•  Develop and implement an annual ministry plan birthed from God-given vision for 
the Next Gen. 

•  Mentor and develop current leadership teams while raising up new volunteers and 
leaders for kids and youth ministry. 

•  Cultivate life-changing ministry that introduces children and youth to Jesus and 
guides them into authentic discipleship (e.g., community youth nights, Bible studies, 
Youth Alpha, etc.). 

•  Handle related administrative tasks such as budgets, waivers, reports, and church 
rentals. Depending on your skills and interests, you would also contribute to social 
media, promo videos and website upkeep. 

•  Participate in broader church life: preach occasionally on Sundays, help with annual 
community outreach events, join worship nights, games nights, and pursue revival 
together as a church family.
